D E C L A R A T I O N
OF COMMITMENT TO EURO- ATLANTIC INTEGRATION, RULE OF LAW, EQUALITY OF CONSTITUENT PEOPLES AND OTHERS AND CONSISTENT IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DAYTON PEACE AGREEMENT
- unofficial translation -
Starting from the fact that, based on Annex IV of the General Framework Agreement for Peace in BiH (Dayton Peace Agreement), Bosnia and Herzegovina has continued its legal existence under international law as a democratic state with two Entities and Brčko District of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as provided in Article I (1) of the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina:“The Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the official name of which shall henceforth be „Bosnia and Herzegovina“, shall continue its legal existence under international law as a state, with its internal structure modified as provided herein and with its present internationally recognized borders. It shall remain a Member State of the United Nations and may as Bosnia and Herzegovina maintain or apply for membership in organizations within the United Nations system, and other international organizations.“
Respecting the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina and laws enacted at the state level,

Directed towards integration of Bosnia and Herzegovina into the European Union and NATO and building a functional and efficient state structures,
Resolutely rejecting the threats to territorial integrity, sovereignty, political independence and international subjectivity of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Convinced that only democratic governmental institutions of Bosnia and Herzegovina shall ensure equal exercise of rights and interests for all BiH citizens and peoples,

Determined that a primary interest of all citizens is to insist on law which is based on international principles which ban all forms of discrimination and meet the requirements of Euro-Atlantic integration,

Taking into account the constitutional position of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina as one out of two equal Entities of the sovereign state of Bosnia and Herzegovina,

Committed to take all necessary actions, within competencies of the Federation of BiH, in order to ensure the implementation of the principles of constitutionality and legality,
Condemning hate speech and abuse of ethnical and religious feelings of citizens of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina,

Facing a continuous undermining the state institutions and Dayton Peace Agreement,

Being aware of all social and economic challenges to which all BiH citizens are exposed,

Being resolute in our intentions to ensure full national equality, democratic relationships and highest standards in the field of human rights and fundamental freedoms in the whole of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Dedicated to peace, justice, increase of economic development and general prosperity for all BiH peoples and citizens,

Calling on all political forces in BiH to form the parliamentary majority at the level of Bosnia and Herzegovina, in a constructive and rapid way
in line with Article 149 of the Rules of Procedure of the House of Representatives of the Parliament of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Article 203 of the Rules of Procedure of the House of Peoples of the Parliament of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, in the session of the House of Representatives held on 27.04.2011.and in the session of the House of Peoples held on 27.04.2011. the Parliament of the Federation of BiH adopted a 
D E C L A R A T I O N
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I. Euro-Atlantic integration 

We resolutely support reforms which will ensure fulfillment of BiH obligations on its irreversible path towards Euro-Atlantic integration.
We request the immediate establishment of an efficient mechanism in order to set up concrete proposals for carrying out the constitutional reform which will be focused not only on solving the issue of discriminatory legal provisions which exist in the legal system of Bosnia and Herzegovina but also on improving the decision-making processes which will provide for adoption and implementation of all steps necessary for the internal integration of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as for the improvement of BiH integration into the EU.
We demand that all institutions in BiH provide their full contribution to a rapid development of a comprehensive national/state program of BiH integration into the European Union, which will enable Bosnia and Herzegovina to fulfill all necessary conditions in order to submit the application and obtain the candidate status for the EU membership until the end of this year. 

We commit ourselves to strengthening the administrative and other capacities in BiH necessary for an efficient implementation of BiH commitments arising from the Stabilization and Accession Agreement, contributing to successful obtaining the EU candidate status during the next two years, which would enable BiH to start negotiations with the EU on full-fledged membership in 2014.
We call on all relevant institutions to ensure all necessary preconditions to initiate a practical implementation of the Membership Action Plan (MAP), with a special focus on solving the issue of military property and fulfillment of conditions for full-fledged membership in NATO during this mandate period.
We support the decision to separate the functions of OHR and EUSR and urge the appointment of the EU Special Representative whose function has to be strengthened in order to speed up, in cooperation with domestic institutions, the European integration process of Bosnia and Herzegovina.
We support the decision of the EU to impose sanctions against all those who obstruct and block the implementation of the Dayton Peace Agreement and slow down the process of BiH integration into the European Union and NATO. 

II. Rule of Law
We support unobstructed functioning of independent and impartial judicial system which shall ensure equal treatment and equal access for all citizens, without any discrimination. 

We unreservedly reject any denial of the State Court and Prosecution by the Entities, because the state institutions established by the Constitution and laws of Bosnia and Herzegovina are inseparable part of an independent and impartial judicial system of Bosnia and Herzegovina and they cannot be impugned by any Entity.
We deprecate attacks on all other BiH institutions in charge of law enforcement, that is, SIPA and OSA, and provide support for their activities focused on protecting the constitutional and legal system and combating organized crime, corruption, terrorism and war crimes. 

We express our attitude confirming the continuity of Bosnia and Herzegovina which is the titular right holder of state property.
We consider that it is necessary to establish the Supreme Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina in order to provide for equal court practice and ensure equal protection of human rights and freedoms throughout the country.
III. Equality of constituent peoples, Others and citizens
We support the Constitutional and legal system reforms which will ensure legal, democratic, social, secular and economically prosperous state and mechanisms of institutional equality of all constituent peoples in the legislative, executive and judicial fields in the whole territory of Bosnia and Herzegovina and at all levels of authority (municipalities, cantons, entities, state).
We insist to ensure a full equality of the constituent peoples, Others and citizens, as well as efficient implementation and protection of the highest international standards in the field of human rights and freedoms in the whole territory of BiH. 

We dedicate ourselves to the reform of the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina which will provide for more functional and efficient state and territorial organization in line with European standards, based on geographical, historical, economic, ethnic, traffic and other criteria.
We call for elimination of discrimination from the constitutional and legal system of BiH through the implementation of the Sejdić and Finci judgment, as well as for harmonization of the whole BiH legal system with the European Convention on Human Rights and all additional human rights treaties recognized in the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina.
IV.  Implementation of the General Framework Agreement for Peace in BiH (Dayton Peace Agreement)
We are resolutely against a selective implementation of the Dayton Peace Agreement which is aimed at legal destruction and non-implementation of binding legal norms of the Peace Accords, particularly those referring to Annex IV (Constitution of BiH), Annex VI (Human rights) Annex VII (Return of refugees and displaced persons) and Annex IX (Public Corporations).
We reject any denial of state laws and institutions by the Entities, since it constitutes abuse of the competencies which originally do not belong to the Entities. 

We firmly reject any denial of the OHR Decisions by the Entities, since it constitutes a violent attack against Dayton Peace Agreement and legal system of the state, which can also be considered a denial of the whole implementation of the Dayton Peace Agreement.
We support stronger presence and role of the EU Special Representative and necessity to maintain the institutional function of OHR until the full implementation of the Dayton Peace Agreement and transfer of its competencies to the BiH institutions and until accession of Bosnia and Herzegovina to NATO.
We call on High Representative in BiH to continue to actively work on the implementation of those provisions of the Dayton Peace Agreement which still remain to be implemented and to cancel all decisions which are not in line with the Dayton Peace Agreement and whose realization would mean giving up the Dayton Peace Agreement, as well as to impose sanctions against the responsible persons.
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
